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Powered Pallet truck
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ONLY those who have been trained and have their Supervisor's permission may use this machine. 

· Wear safety shoes
· Do NOT ride on the forks
· Maximum continuous use: 2 hours
OPERATION

1. Switch off the mains at the wall socket. Unplug the lead and put the plug in the storage socket on the control panel. 

2. [image: image4.wmf]Insert the red plastic key and turn it ¼ turn clockwise.

3. Check the battery charge light on the panel: 
Red = Battery discharged
Flashing Green = Battery low, but usable
Green = Battery charged

4. Move the control arm to mid height to release the brake.

5. Press gently on the top or bottom of the green speed control collar around the handle on either side of the control arm to move the truck in either forward or reverse directions.

6. If manoeuvring in a tight space with the control arm upright, press the orange button under the left handle with the snail symbol.

7. To lift the forks, press the button under the right handle with the “Up” arrow. To lower the forks, press the button with the “Down” arrow.

8. To sound the horn, press the button under the right handle with the horn symbol.

9. When going up a slope, always have the load in front of you.

10. Braking:

a) Release the speed control collar = regenerative braking

b) Move speed control to opposite direction = counter current braking

c) Raise control arm to near vertical = service brake

d) Press red key = remove power and disconnect all electrical circuits

If you reverse the truck into yourself so the large red collision protection button on the end of the control arm hits you, the truck will begin to move forward away from you.

11. Remove the Red key after use and return it to the key box

BATTERY CHARGING

1. Park the truck neatly against the wall.

2. Check that the plug and lead are not damaged or damp,
and that the socket is switched OFF.
Plug in the mains lead, then switch the socket ON.

3. The batteries are sealed units, but in case of spills, 
neutralise acid and absorb the liquid. 
Flush skin and clothing with plenty of water.

Collision protection button:  if pressed, the truck moves forward away from the operator.
